2. Please lift up my team of college students as many of them are overseas or in Asia for the first time. Ask that the Father grow a heart in them for the Chinese people. Also ask for good health for them.
3. Ask for wisdom for me as I lead the team. Knowing how often I fell short in my service in Asia, I am nervous to lead a team. Ask that the Father would be my source of strength, joy and peace of mind. Ask for help in building relationships with the Chinese school and that my language skills would come back very quickly.                           
Finances:
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Due to the overwhelming generosity I received last time in Asia. I still have some money saved with ELIC to go towards service in Asia.
